This non-party movement was founded in August 1936 by Alexander
McCabe (Secretary), Patrick Belton (President), Aileen O’Brien, James P.
Brennan and Liam Breen.  According to the Irish Independent its first
demonstration held in Dublin  on 30th August 1936 drew almost 15,000
people.
On 22 August 1936 the Irish Independent called for the formation of a
committee to help the (pro Franco) citizens of Spain in their war effort.
These calls for support resulted in the formation of the Irish Christian Front
(ICF). The ICF held its initial meeting at the Mansion House, Dublin in
August 1936. Already a TD, an ambitious and charismatic leader, Patrick
Belton 91885-1945) became the organisation’s president. The group had
overwhelming support from the general population as well as the backing
of the Catholic church. On ICF platforms would stand local sympathisers,
priests, Bishops and local TDs usually from Fine Gael but some from Fianna
Fáil and even the Labour Party. Belton would hold pro-Catholic and anti-
communist rallies, drawing an estimated crowd of 30,000 on one occasion.
He would publicise the massacres committed by the Spanish Republicans
and sent aid and money to Franco’s forces.
Ailtirí na hAiséirghe (Architects of the Resurrection), was a short-lived
right-wing political movement headed by Gearóid Ó Cuinneagáin.  The
organisation’s device can be seen in the lower margins of the stamp. They
emerged in 1942 and later succeeded in winning nine seats in the June
1945 local government elections.
